Collaboration

Darwin'’s Chitaren was collaborative in several
respects. | asked people to join. Those five of us
who started out as major content contributors tried
to meet in groups whenever our schedules

allowed, to read our poetry entries (we each put in
all we wanted, no
more, no less) and
to brainstorm titles. This title list became our
chapters when we picked out of it the title the
author him or her self wanted to put the poem
under. At the start we had more time and effort on
collaboration, then when the poems were building
up it became our job to get them to Stephen, either
on disk or legible on paper for entry into the
master file. Around that point is when I or
another in the group put the invocative suggestion
of a group poem like in the book | was in and
Stephen had viewed called Fhispered Screams.
